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Head Lice

Head lice and nits are common in young
children. They do not have anything to
do with dirty hair and are picked up by
head-to-head contact.

Treat head lice as soon as you spot
them. Check everyone in the house and
treat on the same day.

Lice and nits can be removed by wet
combing. You can buy a special fine
toothed comb online or from
pharmacies.

You can also speak to a pharmacist for
advice. They may recommend using
medicated lotions and sprays. There is
no need for children to stay off school.
